It was funded through a small Federal grant from the Dept of Families & Community Services.

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CENTRELINK UPDATE:


Existing recipients of Parenting Payment Single or Partnered who are eligible for payment on 30 June 2006 will be "grandfathered" (nothing to do with being a grandparent) on payment under the eligibility criteria at that date ie will remain on Parenting Payment until their youngest child turns 16 years old, as long as they remain eligible, and their entitlement is payable. ��If they lost entitlement and then reapplied they would be subject to the new legislation which comes into effect on 1 July 2006 which is aimed at reducing welfare dependency and increasing employment through participation obligations, effectively skilling and providing job seeking support for single and partnered principal carers.  A principal carer does not have to be the biological parent, so for the purposes of the new legislation, the child's grandparent could be considered the principal carer for Parenting Payment purposes. ��Principal carers who claim Parenting Payment on or after 1 July 2006 may be entitled to Parenting Payment until:- 


their youngest child turn six, if eligible for Parenting Payment Partnered; or 


their youngest child turns eight, if eligible for Parenting Payment Single.


When these customer's children reach the ages mentioned above, they will cease being eligible for Parenting Payment and will need to apply for another income support payment (usually Newstart Allowance as a principal carer).  These customers will be required to enter into an Activity Agreement during their new claim. ��A 70 year old person would be eligible for Age Pension, if all other qualifications met ie income and assets. ��'Helping People Move Into Work' is an Australian Government initiative so therefore it is not run differently in every state
